My dear people of St. Maryods,

This past Tuesday, Det. Steven McDonald of the NYPD died at North Shore Hospital in Manhasset;jafter
suffering a heart attack at home. He was 59 years old. Officer McDonald had been shot in the line of duty on
July 12, 1986. On that night, while patrolling Central Park with his partner, he was shot three times b)ff1
year old boy. One bullet struck him in the head, one in the throat, and then the teen stood over thet
officer to fire one more shot into him, shattering his spine. Officer McDonald miraculously survived, butjwas
rendered a quadriplegic. At the time of the shooting, he was tvmimtyyears old, and had been married fo
less than a year to his wife, Patti Ann, who was then three months pregnant. §

Unable to breathe on his own, doctors initially gave McDonald a life expectancy of merely five years.

When he died this week, he had lived more than thirty years on a ventilator, and had seen his son, onor,
become a sergeant in the NYPD. :
