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Dear Friends: 

 

In his hyperbolically titled book, How the Irish Saved Civilization, Thomas Cahill gives a warm, 

humorous, and insightful account of the history, both sacred and secular, of the Emerald Isle. Itôs a 

wonderful primer for those of Irish descent who are unfamiliar with their cultural heritage. His 

description of the ancient Celtic fighters that struck fear in the hearts of Roman legions is terrifying. 

 

The Romans, in their first encounters with these exposed, insane warriors, 

were shocked and frightened.  Not only were the men naked, they were 

howling and, it seemed, possessed by demons, so outrageous were their 

strength and verve. Urged on by the infernal skirl of pipers, they presented 

the unaccustomed and throbbing Roman sensorium a multimedia event 

featuring all the terrors of hell itself.  

 

One gets the idea that an ancient Celt would not feel comfortable at a White House state dinner. At the 

doorstep of these heathen tribes arrived a Roman cleric of Christian descent who had only recently 

reclaimed the faith of his heritage, as attested by an autobiographical Confession. If you guessed St. 

Augustine, youôd be close, but no cigar. He was, of course, the great St. Patrick of Ireland. He and 

Augustine are striking for the parallels of their lives, but also for the divergent paths they took. Patrick 

would have been a younger contemporary of Augustine, the Bishop of Hippo in North Africa. But as 

the Roman Empire, that produced the great Latin Father in the south was drawing to a violent close, a 

quite different movement was to take place over time on the island to the northwest. The Celts were, at 

least figuratively, disarmed by the kind and gentle Patrick. He explained the Trinity with a shamrock, 

baptized thousands of Celts, ordained clergy to care for them and, through the efforts of the so-called 

Twelve Apostles of Ireland, transformed an entire culture by the preaching of the Gospel.  

 

It seems a great paradox that, while most of Europe was entering the ñDark Ages,ò Ireland saw a new 

dawn of culture and faith. Irish monasteries set about copying of all sorts of literature, from the 

Scriptures and Apostolic writings to Greek and Roman plays, poems, and philosophy. In turn, these 

works were transformed into works of art through the monksô extraordinary skills at calligraphy and 

illumination. Arguably one of the most beautiful books in the world is the Book of Kells (c. 800 A.D.) 

at Trinity College in Dublin. The visual effect of this book is truly stunning: almost as though the 

divine truths of the Gospels were shining through the page. Elsewhere, the organization of the Church 

in Ireland is itself inspiring, as exemplified by the monastic city of Glendalough under the leadership 

of St. Kevin.  Monks would work cheek-by-jowl with the laity, while being present to the ordinary life 

of the Christian faithful. The confluence of intellect, faith, beauty, goodness, and mysticism made 

Ireland truly the ñIsle of Saints and Scholars.ò  

 

Enlightened minds and softened hearts are truly the effect of Godôs grace in a suffering world. This St. 

Patrickôs Day, let us cherish and celebrate the transforming power of Christ.
