The Book of Ruth tells the story of the foreign 

woman who accepted the God of the Israelites and would become the great-grandmother of 
King David. As Ruth says to her mother-in-law, Naomi: ñWhere you go I will go, and where 
you stay I will stay. Your people will be my people and your God my God.ò [Ruth 1:16-17] 

 
The second and third of the ñHistorical Booksò of the 
Bible, Judges and Ruth are key links to                    
understanding the important stories that come     
after them: Samuel the Prophet; Saul the tragic king; 
and the shepherd boy from Bethlehem, David,     
warrior and king.
