Every year, following the 7:00 pm Mass on the Feast of the Immaculate Conception (December 8
we light the tree on the front lawn of the parish as our parish Christmas tree. That tree was a

m Douglas Fir, which is not really suited to our climate, and
had become diseased. In addition, years ago it was planted
directly beneath the electrical and telephone wires which,
over time, it had grown into. So, this week the old tree was
taken down and a new one was planted on the lawn a short
distance away (and not near the wires!). This beautiful tree is
a Norway Spruce, much better suited to a Long Island
climate. It comes from the Mario Fischetti Nursery in Glen
Head. As many of you know the Fischetti family have been
pari shioners at St . Maryods
generously donated this large tree in memory of the
patriarch of the family, Mario Fischetti, Sr., who died in 2016.
We are grateful to them not only for the tree, but for
allowing us to continue the tradition of having an
illuminated tree in front of the Church each year for
Christmas. This year, since the Immaculate Conception Falls
on a Saturday, there will be no 7:00 pm Mass. Consequently, we will not have a formal tree lighting
this year, but we certainly will decorate the tree and you will see it lit soon to celebrate the birth of
Our Lord.
